DIAGNOSTICS AND FORECASTING OF MEDIUM-TERM BUSINESS CYCLES: METHODOLOGY OF

Object of a research is evolution of national economy from 1947 for 1990 in the context of modeling of
medium-term business cycles. Authors, using mechanisms of modeling of medium-term expectations of economic
agents reveal the trajectories of phase shifts of cyclic development which are formed as a result of transformation
of behavioural models. It has allowed not only to identify in the considered time horizon parameters of medium-
term business cycles within the analyzed time period, but also to prove scientifically, using methods of the
multiple-factor analysis, the main drivers of phase shifts of the identified cycles. The methodology of a research
leans on instruments of economic-mathematical modeling of the studied set of factors, mechanisms of the cross-
correlation analysis of temporary statistical ranks, methods of generalization and group, the descriptive analysis.

On the basis of the developed methodology of creation of cycles of the advancing development and her
approbation on the system of the statistical data characterizing dynamics of growth of planned economy of the
USSR the efficiency of the developed tools of identification of cyclic development of economy is proved that is
confirmed with comparison of the received business cycles to data of other Russian researchers.

EMPIRICAL ANALYSIS OF PROBABILITY DISTRIBUTION OF FOREIGN EXCHANGE MARKET
RETURNS IN RUSSIA

The article presents the results of an empirical estimation of patterns of probability distribution of foreign
exchange market returns. Statistical modeling was performed using the official data on the rouble exchange rates
to US dollar, Euro, British pound, Japanese yen, Chinese yuan and Kazakhstan tenge for the period of 2000-
2018 (for the Chinese yuan the analysis was performed for the 2006-2018 period). The research methodology
was based on application of log-log-rank-size regressions as well as the Hill's estimator. The obtained results
prove the heavy-tailed pattern of returns’ distribution for the currency pairs analyzed which indicates the necessity
to implement an efficient system of currency risk management within the framework of shareholder value
creation.
