ECONOMIC SYSTEMATICS OF RUSSIAN REGIONS FROM THE POSITION OF RESOURCE AND

The article proposes a methodology for assessing Russian regions using resource (minerals) and non-
resource (level of economic development) factors based on economic systematics. The author made a
selection of cost and physical indicators characterizing the resource and non-resource factors of the
territories; the aggregate factors "resources” and "development" for the subjects of the federation were
identified; clustered and identified key aggregate factors for the regions of Russia. The conclusions and
scientific results obtained in the article are useful and relevant for a thorough understanding of the problems
of development of resource regions and the development of strategies for the modernization of regional
economic systems on their basis in the context of strengthening the competitiveness and efficiency of the
national economy as a whole.

APPLYING PANEL DATA TECHNOLOGY TO MEASURING THE EFFECTS OF THE CIRCULAR
ECONOMY

A.V. Axyanova, L.R. Abzalilova, A.A. Tukhvatullina

A methodical approach to building panel data models to identify the spatial and temporal effects of the
circular economy development was considered. The following were chosen as determining exogenous
factors: the share of organizations that replaced raw materials with safe or less dangerous ones, the share of
organizations that reduced environmental pollution; the share of organizations engaged in secondary
processing (recycling) of production waste, water or materials; coefficient of inventive activity. The resulting
models made it possible to determine the presence of statistically significant differences caused by regional
specifics, in terms of the strength and direction of the influence of the selected factors on the gross regional
product.

METHODS OF STATE REGULATION OF INTERACTION BETWEEN THE REAL AND FINANCIAL
SECTORS OF THE KNOWLEDGE ECONOMY

The article presents the tools of state regulation of interactions between subjects of the high-tech and
financial sectors in the knowledge economy. The purpose of the study is to substantiate the need to develop
methods of state influence on relations between subjects of industrial and financial capital in the context of
system informatization and digitalization of the economy. In accordance with the purpose, the objectives of
the study are: to substantiate the need for state regulation of relations between subjects of the real and
financial sectors of the economy; to analyze the features of institutions designed by the state in the
conditions of the knowledge economy in order to activate interactions between the subjects of the real and
financial sectors of the economy; to identify the specifics of monetary and fiscal regulation of interaction
between the high-tech and financial sectors of the knowledge economy. The result of the research is the
thesis according to which the choice of the method of regulation is determined by the phase of the medium-
term economic cycle, the composition of the subjects of industrial and banking capital, the source of
accumulation of financial capital, the features of the economic space. The conducted research allowed us to
conclude that the implementation of state regulation tools contributes to an increase in the intensity, density
and frequency of interaction between subjects of the financial and real sectors of the economy. This is a
prerequisite for reducing the level of information asymmetry, a source of increasing the level of
competitiveness, financial and economic security of the Russian state, and the transition to an innovation-
oriented type of economic growth.

CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY POLICY IN THE CRISIS PERIOD: SPECIAL ASPECTS
OF IMPLEMENTATION AND MARKET EFFICIENCY

A.B. Ankudinov

The paper addresses a number of controversial issues in empirical analysis of corporate social
responsibility (CSR) policy implementation effectiveness in the crisis period. Potential shifts in ESG-triad are
considered. An empirical analysis of the CSR financial efficiency is performed using panel data modeling.
The sample is comprised of nonfinancial publicly traded Russian companies’ data for the years 2017-2020.
The market multiplier Market-to-Book Ratio is used as an indicator of financial performance within the
framework of the reputational (signaling) theory, while the CSR is proxied by a composite socially
responsible performance disclosure rating. Econometric modeling based on panel data reveals no
statistically significant relation between the companies; market value and CSR information disclosure within
the fixed effects model.

ECONOMIC RESEARCH AND EDUCATION AT KAZAN UNIVERSITY: A HISTORICAL EXCURSUS

The article considers the issues, problems of the formation and development of economic science and
education at Kazan University from the beginning of its activity in 1804 to the end of 1917. During this period,
about 12,000 students graduated from Kazan University and it became known and famous, first of all, for its
achievements in mathematics, physics, chemistry and other natural sciences. The results in economics,
statistics and finance were much more modest, meeting modern requirements and the European level. They
tried not to mention them in the Soviet period of the history of our university, or they were presented in a
simplified form, as an attempt to protect the property and monetary interests of the ruling class of landlords
and capitalists. In the article an attempt was made to restore justice in this respect and to talk about the role
of scientific research and the most famous professors and graduates of Kazan University in the formation
and development of the Russian economy at that time. Some of their ideas, theoretical approaches and
concepts are of interest even today.
