Digital transformation breaks down the established patterns of functioning of business entities and
forms the basis for the prospective competitive development of economic systems in the current and future
conditions of the global socio-economic environment. The markets that are most actively adapting to the new
conditions of the digital revolution form the basis for sustainable development for many decades to come. In
this regard, monitoring and evaluating the level and quality of digitalization of the socioeconomic
environment characterizes the potential for their sustainable and competitive development within the
framework of the global economy entering the development channel corresponding to the sixth technological
structure.

This study proposes an algorithm for measuring the level of development of the content elements of
the digital economy in the regions of the Russian Federation. A distinctive aspect that makes the proposed

Based on the results of the study, the main components are identified that characterize the qualitative
and quantitative parameters of the effectiveness of the implementation of the Digital Economy of the Russian
Federation program in the regions of the Russian Federation, and a relationship is established that
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determines the development efficiency of the digital economy of regional systems from the level of their
economic development.

CORPORATE SOCIAL RESPONSIBILITY AS A SHAREHOLDER VALUE DRIVER: EMPIRICAL

The paper discusses the prospects of improving financial performance of Russian companies
through corporate social responsibility (CSR) policy. The latter is proxied by corporate social expenditures as
well as a proprietary disclosure rating comprising 27 indicators of socially responsible performance. The
sample includes 96 nonfinancial publicly traded Russian companies. Econometric modeling reveals positive
relation between corporate social expenditures to revenue ratio and market-to-book ratio, while the relation
of the value multiple to CSR rating proves to be statistically insignificant.
